These restrictions translate to certain 
responsibilities for you if you distribute copies 
of the library or if you modify it. 

For example, if you distribute copies of the 
library, whether gratis or for a fee, you must 
give the recipients all the rights that we gave 
you. You must make sure that they, too, 
receive or can get the source code. If you link 
other code with the library, you must provide 
complete object files to the recipients, so that 
they can relink them with the library after 
making changes to the library and recompiling 
it. And you must show them these terms so 
they know their rights. 

We protect your rights with a two-step method: 
(1) we copyright the library, and (2) we offer 
you this license, which gives you legal permis-
sion to copy, distribute and/or modify the 
library. 

To protect each distributor, we want to make it 
very clear that there is no warranty for the free 
library. Also, if the library is modified by some-
one else and passed on, the recipients should 
know that what they have is not the original 
version, so that the original author's reputation 
will not be affected by problems that might be 
introduced by others. 

Finally, software patents pose a constant threat 
to the existence of any free program. We wish 
to make sure that a company cannot effectively 
restrict the users of a free program by obtain-
ing a restrictive license from a patent holder.

A "library" means a collection of software 
functions and/or data prepared so as to be 
conveniently linked with application programs 
(which use some of those functions and data) 
to form executables. 

The "Library", below, refers to any such 
software library or work which has been 
distributed under these terms. A "work based 
on the Library" means either the Library or any 
derivative work under copyright law: that is to 
say, a work containing the Library or a portion 
of it, either verbatim or with modifications 
and/or translated straightforwardly into another 
language.
